Buddha is one who has perfected himselT,
by any supernatural power. He is the destroyer of
all corruption and uncleanness in life; whose
wisdom is profound - one who is enlightened. To
show respect, we need to display his image with
honor.

The altar should be located in a solemn, visible and
clean place. The altar itself must be kept clean.

The Buddha-image is placed at the center of the
altar, behind the incense burner which is a special
kind of bowl, filled with clean sand and placed on a
flat vessel or saucer. There are two flower vases
and two candles on both sides. Next to these, you
may also have a dish of fruit and a cup of water on
the altar.

There is also a bell (chudng) and a wooden gong
(md) on the altar. These are placed so that when
you are facing the altar, you see the bell on the
right and the wooden gong on the left. The
chanting books and Buddha's teachings are placed
either on the altar or on a small separate table.

There is usually a dedication/blessing ceremony (Ié
An Vi) when the altar of Buddha is placed for the
first time.

The Buddha image is a daily reminder of the life
and principles of a great teacher. It is not an idol to
be worshipped.
