Gia Pinh phat Tu Viét Nam ciing khong
ngoai I1¢, va mau lam duge chon Iva cho mau ao cua
t6 chuic.

MAU LAM CUA GIA DiNH PHAT TU VOI NHUNG

Y NGHIA SAU:

1. Binh dang: Té chiic GPPT gom du moi thanh
phin, ti mot em bé 1én nim dén mdt cu gia bay
tAm muéi tudi; tu mot nguoi lao dong tay chian
dén nhiing nglﬁii hoc rong tai cao; tu mot em hoc
sinh v6 1ong dén mot vi gido su kinh nghiém. Tat
ca déu dén véi nhau trong tinh thin binh dang,
san sé tu cai vui dén ci kho ma khong bao gio
phan bi hén thua cao thap.

2. Hoa déng: Mau lam 1a mau hoa hép véi thién
nhién va mau sic. Mau lam c6 thé ding chung
v6i bat ci mau nao ma khong qua ndi bat hodc
chim dim. Né€u mot mau sic sé nhu den hoic do,
thi mau lam 12 mét mau nhu hoa. Néu mét budi
tréi nang chang chang, mau lam 1a mét mau diu
mat. Néu mot budi sang mua dong lanh 1éo, thi
mau lam 13 mau mang theo héi 4m. Tat ca dé la
muc dich cia Té Chuc 13 luén dem vui cuu khd
dén cho muon loai.

3. Tinh tan va nhan nhuc: Mau lam 13 mét mau
dé cam mén. Nguéi mic 40 mau lam vao minh
ciing khong thé néng nay, hoic u buén ma phai
luén luén nhin nhuc va tinh tin trén duéng tu
hoc va giup ich moi loai.

To foster unity in an organization, the members
usually are asked to wear uniforms. Depending on
the goals of the organization, the uniform is chosen
to represent the spirit of that group. The
Vietnamese Buddhist Youth Organization is not an
exception. The gray color is chosen purposefully to
be the color of the shirt to be a part of the uniform.

THE COLOR GRAY SYMBOLIZES:

1. Equality, No Discrimination: The
Vietnamese Buddhist Youth Organization
consists of many classes. It does not matter if the
person is a six-year-old child or a seventy-year-
old person, a blue or a white collar working
person, a kindergartener or a professor, he/she
will be treated equally. Everyone is welcomed
without any discrimination. They share
together each other's happiness and sorrow

2. Harmony: Gray is a color which harmonizes
with nature and all other colors. When put
together with other colors, gray is not bright
and does not stand out from the rest. Nor is it a
dull color. With a loud color such as red or
orange, gray softens its brightness. On a hot
summer day, the gray color is a cool color to
wear or to look at. In a cold winter morning,
gray brings warmth. All these aspects of gray
represent the purpose of the Buddhist Youth
Organization--Using happiness to reduce the
sufferings of all beings.

3. Diligence and Endurance: Gray is well liked
color. A person donning (wearing) the gray
uniform shirt should not be temperamental or
dispirited but always be patient. He/she should
be diligent in learning and practicing Buddhism
to help other beings end the cycle of life and
death.
