Bai Tap 6: Luat cua Boan Oanh Vi

Project:

Gitp cac em Oanh Vii thyc hanh Piéu Luét #3 - Em Thuong Nguoi va Vat:

a) Trong Cay: Use Styrofoam or waxed paper cups. Make sure they have drainage holes at the
bottom. Fill with soil. Moisten the soil and let excess water drain. Sprinkle 8-10 ordinary radish seeds
or bean seeds on the soil. Now sprinkle about 1/4 inch of soil over the seeds and water again, but very
lightly. Have the child water his plant very lightly each day with ordinary tap water. Have the child
place the plant outdoors in a sunny location, and instruct that he/she spend 1 minute each day
speaking softly and nicely to the plant. Teach the children that loving kindness helps all beings
grow. Beans or Radishes typically mature in 35-45 days.

[Note: our out-breath contains carbon dioxide, which helps plants to grow faster]
