Because the parents were not able to find their
food, the Oanh Vu bird always looked for fresh,
ripe fruits to offer to its parents. One day, there was
a farmer who announced:
— The fine wheat |
have just harvested
are available for
all living creatures
to use.

Hearing those words,
the Oanh Vu bird was
joyous and often went
to his farm to bring
home fresh wheat for
its parents.

One day, while the farmer was checking his wheat,

he saw the Oanh Vu bird in his wheat field. He set

up a trap to catch the Oanh Vu bird. When the

farmer trapped the Oanh Vu bird, it pleaded:

— Your kind offering is the reason why | come
here and take your wheat. Why are you now
catching me?

The farmer asked:
— Why are you taking the wheat?

The Oanh Vu bird replied:

— My parents are blind and cannot search for
food. Therefore, | bring this wheat home to
offer to them.
